In particular, he
implemented a 12-year project at Hanoi University of Culture
on “art management”, organized by the Ministry of Culture,
Sports and Tourism of Vietnam and funded by the Foundation.
In addition, Gerald Lidston was the director of a four-year
project of the British Know-how Foundation to create education
in the field of art management in Slovakia. As a result, the
first  book  on  art  management  in  the  Slovak  language  was
published, and the British Council’s project “be near the
museum” in this state was implemented.
